Lancaster and Climax mining claims

Spokane Review, 24 Dec 1892: J.M. Harris has bonded two claims, an extension of the Grady group on Four Mile creek, for $10,000 and thinks he has got as good a bonanza for his money as anybody. The ore is very high grade and of a similar character to that found in the Grady ledge of which it is undoubtedly an extension.

Lancaster and Climax
When Mr. J.M. Harris was seen yesterday with reference to the report that he has bonded two claims adjoining the Grady group, on Four Mile Creek in the Slocan country, he said: “Yes, it is true I have bonded the Lancaster and the Climax, but the price is $20,000 instead of $10,000. They are on the divide between Four Mile and Carpenter, and directly in line between Grady’s claims and the Idaho, which Gove & Wardner lately bonded.”

At Four Mile Creek
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Bonners Ferry Herald, 7 Jan 1893:
Notwithstanding the season is far advanced mining men are still securing options on good propositions; in fact from the number of claims bonded within a week, it would seem that all who can are getting in without delay. J.M. Harris and Volney Williams were lucky enough to secure the Climax and Lancaster claims which adjoin what is known as the Grady group, five miles east of New Denver. These claims show three feet of solid galena and the grade is similar to that found in Grady’s claims. The consideration of this bond was $20,000.

Spokane Review, 14 Jan 1893:
Another Claim Bonded
Ex-policeman George Bowerman yesterday bonded for $20,000 the Lancaster group of claims. The bond was executed to J.M. Harris, who paid 5 per cent of the money over. These claims are extensions of the Idaho group in the Slocan district.

Vancouver Daily World, 9 Jan 1893: J.M. Harris has bonded the Lancaster and Climax claims at Four-Mile creek in the Slocan country for $20,000.
