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The Paystreak, 17 Apr 1897: Harris subscribes $100 to fire dept, by far the most generous donation.

Mining Review, 2 Oct 1897: Harris promises lot for new fire hall, plus $15,000 fire protection system. “An addition of seven hydrants are to be put in, equally distributed through the town.”

The Paystreak, 2 Oct 1897: Harris promises to add 10 per cent to any amount collected for hose house and tower.

The Paystreak, 23 Oct 1897: JMH on building committee for fire hall. To adjoin Harris block on Reco Ave. Following installation of new fire hydrants and pipes, “Sandon will then have the best fire protection of any town on the continent.” 

Mining Review, 13 Nov 1897: The hydrants for the new waterworks system have arrived and will soon be placed in position giving the town all the electric light and fire protection it could hope for.

Mining Review, 12 Feb 1898: Sandon electric company proposition to city, offers hydrants at $15 each per month. Accepted. Also $5 per month to heat fire hall. Accepted.

Mining Review, 1 Oct 1898: Water system and fire protection system were separate. A third parallel pipe supplied steam heating generated by a large boiler.
