Whereas the said first parites have agreed to sell to the parites of the second part and the parties of the second part have agreed to purchase of and from the said first parites the mining claim herinafter mentioned all and singular that certain mineral claim situated near the head of the Noble Five Creek about 2,000 feet east of the Bonanza King mineral claim known as the Rueceau in the Slocan mining district and province of British Columbia located July 5, 1892 and recorded July 7, 1892. Together with all the privileges and appentenances thereto belonging at or for the price or sum of $2,700 of lawful money payable in manner and on the days place and times hereinafter mentioned, viz: the sum of $900 on the execution of the agreement and the balance in two equal payments of $900, one payment of $900 on or before October 16th, 1892, and $900 on or before January 16th, 1893 at the Traders National bank at Spokane, Washington, USA always provided howver that said parties of the second part may at any time within the above mentioned period pay the balance due to the date thereof. In consideration whereof the parties of the first part execute this day a Bill of Sale to be placed in escrow in the above mentioned bank by some third party agreed upon and on payment of the said sum of money as aforesaid the said Bill of Sale is to be delivered to the said second parties and also the said second parties heirs and assigns shall have exclusive right to occupy work and enjoy the said property until default be made in the payments of the said sums of money or any part thereof in the days manner and terms aforesaid but no ore shall except for sample be removed from the premises unless the full receipt for the same shall be placed to the credit of the said first parites to apply on said payments.
